POLICY ON TREATY OF WAITANGI

POLICY STATEMENT

The Treaty of Waitangi is a founding document of the nation and is central to the
maintenance of a truly bicultural society in New Zealand.

Our school acknowledges the Treaty and is committed to valuing the principles of the
Treaty so that all of our students enjoy equality of opportunity.

PURPOSE

a. To increase knowledge of the Treaty of Waitangi amongst Board members, staff
and students.

b. To aim to make the school a turangawaewae (place to belong) for all students.

C. To increase the knowledge of Maori language, culture and kawa of all students and
staff, and Board members.

d. To address existing inequities in the outcome of education between Maori and non-
Maori.

e. To provide opportunities for all students to experience Maori culture and protocol.

GUIDELINES

1. That school organisation, curriculum, and classroom practice should contain
appropriate aspects of tikanga Maori.

2. All students will have an understanding of the Treaty through the Years 9 and 10
Social Studies curriculum.

3. That staff and Board professional development be available to ensure their
understanding of the treaty, biculturalism and the manner in which these may
impact on classroom practice.

4. That where possible in each curriculum area efforts be made to incorporate material
which reflects our bicultural heritage.

5. Appropriate opportunities to promote Maori culture will be taken.
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
